Registration on the Childcare Register

If you are registered on the Childcare Register only, Ofsted might inspect you.
The inspector will...

· talk to you, the children and any staff members and observe your provision to make sure your policies are being put into practice – this means that you will need a range of robust policies and procedures which are fully understood by all staff (if you have any) and which you follow;
· check registration details and assess your compliance with, and understanding of, the requirements of registration – this means that you must check your certificate and not over-mind or do anything else which is not stated on the certificate;
· assess the safety of your premises and your risk assessment – this means that you must have a risk assessment in place and be able to demonstrate to the inspector that you have considered risk and put safeguards in place to keep the children safe;
· assess any staff’s understanding of policies and procedures – this means that if you have staff, they must understand your policies and procedures;
· look at your recruitment policies, where applicable – this means that if you have staff, they must have a CRB check and you must follow up references and make sure they are qualified to care for the children;
· look at your arrangements for making sure un-vetted people do not have unsupervised access to children – this means that you must keep children safe from intruders and strangers.
At the end of the inspection you will be given feedback. The inspector will then write to you, confirming the feedback. You are required to...

· give each parent of children attending a copy of the report;
· provide any other person who asks you with a copy of the report.

If you are registered on both registers, the inspector will check compliance with the Childcare Register at the same time as your Early Years Register inspection. If Ofsted have received a complaint about your compliance with the Childcare Register (care of older children) they might also inspect you separately.
